Stone Butch Blues is a powerful novel written by a founder of the contemporary transgender movement. It is
also an important historical text documenting the profound shift in how we all came to think about gender at
the end of the last century. The novel takes its place not only within a long tradition of queer narratives of
alienation and opposition, but, in form and content, it also hearkens back to radical proletarian, Marxist
literature. By weaving the story of Jess Goldberg, a working-class gender warrior, through the narratives of the
1960s and 1970s social movements, Feinberg insistently reminds us that our individual struggles are always
