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On Submission of Manuscripts

The Journal of Asian Cultural Studies (hereafter the Journal) provides a forum for the
presentation of scholarly research on the cultures of Asia and seeks to contribute to the
development of the study of Asian cultures.

Submissions will be reviewed by the Editorial Committee of the Institute of Asian Cultural

Studies (hereafter the Institute). The committee may request revisions.

Only previously unpublished materials may be submitted. There are four categories:

Research Articles, Research Notes, Book Reviews, and Translations. The Editorial

Committee will make final determination regarding the appropriate category.

Submissions will be accepted from those with the following qualifications:

(1) Institute members, senior research associates, advisors, and research fellows.

(2) Institute research associates, research institute assistants, [CU teaching assistants with
a Master’s degree and ICU Ph.D. students. Such submission requests must be
supported by a letter of recommendation from a member of the Institute.

(3) Those who are deemed appropriate by the Editorial Committee.

Payments are not made for manuscripts nor are fees collected. Authors will receive three

copies of the volume.

Manuscripts accepted for publication will be published in the Journal and distributed

widely to research institutes and organizations. Distribution is offered both free of charge

and for a nominal fee. Please inform the Editorial Committee if materials published in the

Journal are to be reproduced elsewhere and send a copy of the publication.

The Institute reserves the right to convert all material published in the Journal to electronic

format and to reproduce, make public, and distribute in said format. Also, the Institute

reserves the right to entrust the tasks to organizations outside the Institute.

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Submission Guidelines

Manuscripts may be submitted in English or in Japanese. If the paper is written in a
language other than the author’s native languages, we encourage it to be proofread by a
native speaker before submission.

Manuscripts should be created as an MS Word document file and submitted via email. If

the author wishes to submit the manuscript in another format or in a different way, please

contact the Editorial Committee in advance.

English language submissions should be approximately 6000 to 9000 words and must be

double-spaced. Submissions should include the author’s name and affiliation, the title of

the paper, an abstract (approx. 250 words), and a list of five key words.

Only previously unpublished material will be considered. Please specify the category of

your submission (a research article, a research note, a book review, or a translation). Please

note that the final decision regarding categorization will be made by the Editorial

Committee.

Submissions should ideally be single-authored. Co-authored manuscripts must

contain a statement that specifies each author’s contribution.

Submissions should be accompanied by the “Asian Cultural Studies Submission Form.”

All pages should be numbered.

Use endnotes.

Full reference information should be contained in the endnotes. A separate bibliography is

not used. Sources referred to more than once may be abbreviated. References should be

written in the following manner:

a. Grace Fox, Britain and Japan 1858-1883, (Oxford: Clarendon Press, 1969), 427.

b. Jason Karlin, “The Gender of Nationalism: Competing Masculinities in Meiji Japan,”
Journal of Japan Studies, 28.1, Winter, (2002), 41-44.

c. Jeremy Beckett, “Political Families and Family Politics Among the Muslim
Maguindanaoan of Cotabato,” in Alfred W. McCoy, ed., An Anarchy of Families: State
and Family in Philippines, (Madison: University of Wisconsin Center for Southeast
Asian Studies), 59.

Since the Journal will

also be published online, please obtain permissions for electronic publication if necessary.

Submissions will be returned twice for proofreading. Only minor revisions or corrections

will be allowed.
